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(Description)

Course orientation

The course is compulsory for English majors in their junior year, aiming to improve and
expand students' language proficiency based on the training goals of English majors and
the combination of theory and practice. Since foreign language courses are characterized
by language functions and humanities, the ultimate goal of the courses is the
dissemination and education of culture and values. In addition to language learning, it is
of great importance to enhance the value education of foreign language teaching to
integrate value into knowledge transmission and ability training. Once students are aware
of the real purpose of foreign language learning, it is easier to lay the foundation for their




future employment and social activities.

Course targets:

Students can further improve their Japanese ability in this course after completing the
corresponding prerequisite courses. Through the study of this course, students are
required to master 900-1100 Japanese words, be able to communicate in simple
Japanese, read simple Japanese materials, and perform simple Japanese-Chinese
translations.

Main teaching content:

The main teaching content of this course is simplified Japanese dialogue, past tense,
command form, volition form and other inflections, and the related usage of verbs
modifying nouns.

Main difficult points:

The key and difficulty lie in mastering various verb conjugation rules and characteristics
and whether they can be comprehensively used in combination with the previous courses
and the knowledge learned this semester.

Main teaching method

The course is still in the early stage of Japanese learning. Since students have already
acquired a specific language in the early stage, the teaching arrangement is based on
both teacher instruction and student practice. Students will be organized to conduct
dialogue drills and other teaching activities in combination with teaching requirements
and planning arrangements.

Basic requirements:

Strict time attendance records. Students are encouraged to actively participate in
language practice in the classroom and assign out-of-class homework such as
translation,reading aloud texts according to teaching requirements as their usual grades.
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
