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1. The nature of the course. This course is one of the ideological and political
theory courses in colleges and universities determined by the Notice of the
"Ideological and Political Theory Course Reform and Innovation
Implementation Plan for Schools in the New Era" issued by the Ministry of
Education of the Propaganda Department of the Central Committee of the
Communist Party of China [2020] No. 6. It is a public compulsory course in
colleges and universities .

2. Course objectives. By studying this course, students can understand that the
basic theory of Marxism must be combined with China's specific reality in
order to play its guiding role; have a general understanding of the scientific
connotation and historical process of Marxism in China; Have a basic grasp of
the formation, development, main content and important guiding significance
of the achievements, and have an accurate understanding of the internal
relationship between the achievements of the Marxist Sinicization theory. And
can use the theory of Marxism Sinicization to guide their own study and work.
3. Main teaching content. The course fully demonstrates the important
historical position and role of Mao Zedong Thought, Deng Xiaoping Theory,




the important thinking of the "Three Represents" and the Scientific Outlook on
Development in China's revolution, construction, reform and the realization of
the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation.

4. The main teaching method. A combination of lectures and class
presentations.
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
