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(Description)

(1) Significance and Orientation of the course: Public economics takes the economic activities of the
public sector as the research object. As a branch of economics specializing in studying how the public
sector optimizes resource allocation, it is particularly important in China, where the economy and society
are undergoing transformation and development.

(2) Course objective: To help students master the analytical paradigm of public economics, use the
knowledge, perspective and methods of public economics, understand the problems of public economy,
and systematically understand the theoretical characteristics and development practice of socialist market
economy with Chinese characteristics.

(3) Teaching content: There are 16 courses in total, including 14 lectures and 2 special lectures, with 2
class hours each time.

(4) Key points and difficulties: The key point is to understand and master the basic research methods of
public economics, and the difficulty is to interpret public economic problems by using the principles of
public economics.

(5) Teaching method: the teacher gives priority to classroom teaching. Each chapter will provide a case
study, which will be analyzed in the form of a group discussion.

(6) Basic requirements: This course is a closed book examination. The exam grade will be 70% of the
final exam grade and 30% of the usual grade, of which 10% will be class attendance and 20% will be
homework grade.
