education for undergraduates in UCASS. It aims to help students to establish scientific




thinking for exploring humanities and social phenomena.

The main content of the course is the basic logic of academic research in the field of
Humanities and Social Sciences, including:

(1) Research methods and new progress of literary, historical and philosophical classics;
(2) The fundamental logic and methodology of academic research in Social Sciences, such
as facts and epistemology, experimental thinking, measurement thinking, data principles,

computational thinking.

Inspired by research methods, students will develop scientific thinking to initially

understand and solve, or partially solve, complex problems.

Through student-centered learning approach, including case studies, students are guided to

make initial attempts at inquiry-based learning and independent research.

Teachers conduct teaching and discussion both inside and outside the classroom and
between teachers and students (challenging), and support multiple parallel classes to teach
at the same time (innovative) by the Rain Classroom teaching platform, to improve

students' scientific literacy and humanistic spirit (high-level) in collisions of ideas.
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
