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(Description)

This course is designed for students who are interested in taking the Japanese Language
Proficiency Test (JLPT) N3 level. It aims to provide comprehensive preparation experience
to help students achieve excellent results in the test. This course will focus on helping
students prepare for JLPT effectively, focusing on the comprehensive study of vocabulary,
grammar, reading and listening. The purpose of this course is to help students successfully
pass the JLPT exam and provide a solid language foundation for their further study, work,
study abroad or in-depth communication in the future.

Through systematic study, this course aims to cultivate students' excellent Japanese ability
in JLPT. Through this course, students will be able to fully prepare and successfully pass
the JLPT exam and obtain the required certificates, improve vocabulary, grammar, reading
and listening skills to meet the requirements of JLPT and improve the practical




communication ability in Japanese language environment.

This course will explain in depth the language skills required for JLPT test, including
vocabulary, grammar, listening and reading. In particular, we will explain the
high-frequency vocabulary and high-frequency grammar sentence patterns in JLPT exam,
and at the same time, we will teach students the skills to improve their listening level,
focusing on reading problem-solving skills.

In this course, one of the main difficulties is that students need to have a thorough
understanding of vocabulary, grammar and sentence patterns that they need to master in
JLPT. Another challenge is that students need to lay a good foundation in Japanese, and at
the same time, improve their Japanese level in order to cope with the Japanese JLPT
exam, which is also one of the difficulties we pay attention to.

In view of the fact that students will take the JLPT exam, this course will adopt diversified
teaching methods. In addition to teachers' lectures, this course will introduce vocabulary
and grammar exercises, reading and listening exercises to cultivate students' Japanese
ability and help them better cope with JLPT exams.

Students must strictly abide by the attendance regulations, and class attendance will be
recorded. In addition, this course encourages students to actively complete relevant
homework, such as completing the real questions of Japanese proficiency test over the
years, which will considered in evaluation of their daily performance.
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
