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"Principles of Sociology" is an introductory course for sociology. Through this course,
students can understand the emergence and development of sociology, basic concepts
and theoretical perspectives, subject status, research objects and research methods. The
characteristic of this course is that, in addition to teaching knowledge, through rich
classroom interaction, it can stimulate students to think positively, exercise their thinking
ability to comprehensively look at problems from multiple perspectives and extend the

The teaching method of this course pays attention to mobilizing students' active thinking

by questioning and interaction, group discussion and other ways to enhance students'

sense of classroom participation.

The academic requirements of this course include actively participating in class

discussion, completing an interim reading report and passing a two-hour final closed-book

exam.
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
