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(Description)

The course Readings from English Media employs rich Internet media resources,
select hot articles of different themes and genres from the websites of famous English
newspapers and periodicals, and design activities according to the needs of students. It
aims at making students to grasp the skills in reading English media articles, improving the
speed and accuracy in their reading activities, and enlarging their English vocabularies. It
will help students to comprehend the writing styles and structural characters of English
news articles by comparing them with those of Chinese news articles, so as to improve
their intercultural communication competence. Moreover, the course will guide students to
read English news articles about China and Chinese critically to enhance their subjectivity
consciousness and ability in international communication. It will also enable students to
understand the history of English newspapers and magazines as well as basic knowledge in
communication studies, enhance their interest about current affairs and improve their
media literacy. Last but not least, the course is designed to broaden students’ horizon
through helping them to read news articles about the new trends in various fields around
the world.

The course sticks to students-oriented teaching with the teacher as a guide, and

encourages cooperative learning, inquiry-based learning and blended-learning. It has




designed teaching procedures including pre-class reading and research, in-class guidance
and discussions, and after-class group work and online FAQ to strengthen the interactions
between students and teachers as well as among students, and to improve students’
individualized learning effects and flexibility.

Checks on the attendance of this course are weekly, and students are not allowed to be
absent without reasonable excuses. The teacher will attach great importance to the
frequency and quality of students’ participation in class discussions. The course
assignments are in the forms of pre-class and after-class blended learning tasks such as
collecting, reading, and analyzing media materials, answering questions online, and

writing up short English news stories.
