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(Description)

Political Psychology, an intersectional discipline of political science and psychology, applies the
principles and methods of sociology, psychology and other disciplines to examine the interaction
between political and psychological processes. Through the systematic study of this course, students can
understand the political and psychological trends of all levels of society and master the knowledge of
individual and public psychology such as the psychological characteristics, psychological tendencies and

psychological stereotypes. Students will understand the impact of political orientation on people’s minds,




as well as the basis for formulating lines and policies, so as to better understand the knowledge of
politics and international relations. Students will learn from international dynamics, understand the
importance of patriotism at a deeper level, and gain deeply understandings of the significance of socialist
core values for national stability and China's development. At the same time, students will build their
healthy mental framework.

The main objectives of the course: This course aims to help students understand the research
objects and methods of political psychology, learn to analyze the psychological dynamics, psychological
reactions and related behaviors of various subjects in the political process from the perspective of
psychology, analyze the psychological states of different social groups in different social development
periods, and propose preliminary countermeasures to solve problems for political psychological
phenomena and related problems. Through the combination of theory and practice, in the principle of
self-improvement, this course comprehensively uses teaching methods such as lecturing, case study, role
play and investigation to enable the learners to obtain more psychological experience, clarify personal
goals, and make corresponding psychological preparations while obtaining relevant knowledge.

The general contents of the course are divided into four teaching modules: 1. the psychological process
of individual political psychology and the political psychological characteristics of individuality; 2. political
socialization; 3. the political psychological characteristics of various groups; 4. The new impact of political

events on politics.
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
