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(Description)

Jurisprudence is the general theory, basic theory and methodology of law, and
provides the guidance for the value of law. The basic objective of Initial Stage of
Jurisprudence is to provide an opportunity for students to obtain a systematic knowledge
of basic theories and views concerning essence of law, its characteristics and function, and
basic legal concepts, and learn about the evolution and development of law and know,
understand and interpret operating principles of the legal framework. This course also
prepares students for their further study of the more complicated legal theories and the
knowledge of department of law. The main teaching methods are lecturing and
discussion-based teaching. During the teaching process, students should actively
participate in class discussions and conscientiously complete homework. Teachers should




make comments and feedback on students’ homework. Students absent from more than
one third of the class shall be disqualified from the examination.

In the teaching process, we insist on taking Marxism as the guidance, and promote
the construction of socialism with Chinese characteristics legal subject system, academic
system and discourse system. Meanwhile, students are helped to understand the national
strategy, legal system and relevant policies, and are guided to go deep into social
practice, pay attention to practical problems, and cultivate students' professional qualities
of benefiting the people, serving the people in good faith, and possess both moral
integrity and legal knowledge.

Teachers will ask questions in class and answer questions after class, pay attention to
the students' learning effect and learning ability through the organization of learning
interaction. The academic evaluation includes regular scores and final exam scores.
Regular scores are obtained by combining students' performance in class with questions
and assignments after class to reflect students' learning process.

Teachers also try hard to develop the students’ comprehensive ability to solve
complex problems and advanced thinking. The content of the course reflects the
cutting-edge and contemporary nature of the subject. The teaching form embodies the
advanced and interactive nature, and the learning results are inquisitive and personalized.
Teachers should increase the challenge of the course by providing extensive reading and
thinking questions continuously.
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
