2. Objects of the Course
Cultivate students’ ability of application of private international law rules to
practical and complex foreign-related civil and commercial cases.

3. Contents of the Course

This course is a supporting course of one professional course "Private
International Law", total class hours is 48, each course takes 3 class hours.
Because private international law is a very practical professional course, there
are numerous foreign-relate civil and commercial cases, getting more and more
complicated, it is necessary to open an new course of “cases study of private
international law” on the basis of private international law courses.

The main content of this course is a series of the latest typical Chinese private
international law cases. In this course, teachers will steer the students to
analyze the complicated private international law cases in China, in order to
cultivate students' practical ability to solve the foreign-related civil and
commercial cases.

4. Key points and difficult points

(1) understand the private international law knowledge as a whole;

(2) apply the current Chinese legislation of private international law to analyze
and solve the complex foreign-related (including HK, Macao and Taiwan) civil
and commercial cases.
