This course is all about private international law.

1. Orientation of the Course

understand the PRC’s national strategies, legislation and policies, guide the
students to go deep into the social practice, to pay attention to the issues in

law problems in foreign-related property rights, foreign related intellectual
property rights, foreign-related Contracts and torts, foreign-related marriage
and family matters, foreign-related succession; international civil procedure
law and international arbitration; inter-regional conflict of laws, etc.

4. Key points and difficult points

(1) understand the basic knowledge of private international law;

(2) understand the current Chinese legislation and legal practice of private
international law.

(3) analyze and solve the complex foreign-related (including HK, Macao and
Taiwan) civil and commercial cases.
