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(Description)

This course organically integrates legal theory with the cultivation of students' personal
ability and quality, cultivates students' comprehensive ability to solve complex social
reality problems in the process of handling actual cases, and trains advanced thinking in
the legal profession; through teacher guidance and peer tutoring, students are taught
according to their abilities, set slightly higher goals, and are encouraged to step out of
their comfort zone to better acquire professional skills.

The course is divided into 3 modules (the actual teaching and practice order of the
modules may be adjusted due to the actual situation of the cases undertaken by the
students): 1. advanced thinking model of the legal profession ("three steps to handle the
case") advanced practice; 2. legal aid, arbitration and litigation skills; 3. non-litigation
business skills (contract practice skills as an example) ).

The course focuses on the training of practical skills in legal aid, arbitration and litigation,
and the challenge is to achieve initial proficiency in the application of the model.

This class takes "learning by doing" and "student-centered" as the basic concept, guiding
students to go deep into social practice, think independently, solve real legal problems of
clients, and participate in immersive learning & working sessions, with special emphasis




on self-reflection, feedback from study partners/clients, and teacher's comments, etc.
Through the structured learning process of "practicing-reflecting-practicing again",
students continuously acquire professional skills and cultivate their professionalism of
applying what they have learned, serving with integrity, and cultivating both moral and
legal qualities.

The course will be evaluated in four aspects: actual case handling (participation,
motivation, cooperation, etc.), classroom performance (speaking initiative, speaking
quality, seriousness of preparation, etc.), post-class assignments (completion speed,
quality, etc.) and learning experience sharing report (oral expression, physical language,
presentation document production, report quality, etc.) for process and personalized
performance evaluation.
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
