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Legal Professional Ethics is a course aimed at the code of ethical conduct that
lawyers, judges, prosecutors and other legal professionals should follow in the
performance of their duties. It is generally believed that the ethical norms of the legal
profession and the moral conscience of legal professionals can guide legal professionals to
make correct choices in the face of open legal provisions, thereby preventing legal
professionals from becoming uncontrollable forces that undermine the value of the rule

NN of law. This course will teach students the basis of the existence of legal professional
PR R A

o ethics, the basic content of legal professional ethics, and the specific application of legal
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professional ethics, so as to help them build a framework system of legal professional
ethics in three aspects: why, what and how.

During the teaching process, students should actively participate in class discussions
and conscientiously complete homework. Teachers should make comments and feedback
on students' homework. Students absent from more than one third of the class shall be
disqualified from the examination.

In the teaching process, we insist on taking Marxism as the guidance, and promote




the construction of socialism with Chinese characteristics legal subject system, academic
system and discourse system.

Teachers will ask questions in class and answer questions after class, pay attention to
the students' learning effect and learning ability through the organization of learning
interaction.

The teaching form embodies the advanced and interactive nature, and the learning results
are inquisitive and personalized. Teachers should increase the challenge of the course by
providing extensive reading and thinking questions continuously.
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
