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(Description)

This course is a professional elective curriculum for the law major undergraduate
students. It aims to train international legal professionals who are initially familiar with
the rules and practice of international environmental law. This course consists of the
general sections and the divisional section. The general section will focus on the basic
concepts and principles of international environmental law, such as the concept, sources,
general principles, implementation and compliance of international environmental law,
etc. In the divisional section, the course is devoted to international environmental law
issues related to different areas, covering protection of the atmosphere, biological system,
dangerous substances, freshwater resources, marine pollution, human rights,
international trade and investment.

The main target of the course is to enable students to master the basic knowledge of
international environmental law issues, the framework and content of international
environmental protection through the introduction of general theoretical knowledge and
international environmental law issues in specific fields. Through the introduction of
various international agreements and the leading cases, students will be aware of the
seriousness of international environmental problems, establish awareness of
environmental protection, and understand how to protection the environment through
international cooperation.

This course is taught through a combination of lectures and discussions as well as
post-course assignments. Relevant cases will be presented at appropriate times during

the course for analysis and discussion.
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
