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(Description)

As one of the main courses in the field of international law, international economic
law involves public international law, private international law and domestic civil and
commercial laws. Adhering to the combination of basic tenets of Marxism with China's
national conditions, this course guides students to study and explore basic aspects and

frontier issues of international economic law.

This course aims to cultivate foreign-related legal talents who are familiar with
international economic law. The course covers main branches of international economic
law, including international sales of goods, maritime cargo transport and insurance,
international payment, trade remedies (subsidies and countervailing measures,
anti-dumping and safeguard measures), international trade in intellectual property rights,
trade in services, international investment treaties, investment arbitration and international

financial law.

This course focuses on cultivating students' comprehensive ability to analyze and
solve legal problems using basic theories and precedents. The selected topics and cases are
to be adjusted from time to time to follow the latest development of international economic

law.
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
