[High-order, innovative, challenging] The main teaching content of this course covers the basic principles
of international law, rules of treaty law and case studies. The focus will be on how to grasp the basic
principles of international law and treaty rules, and how to accurately apply these rules to analyse
complex international affairs. To this end, the course will use group exercises and individual discussions
to strengthen students' ability to analyse and solve case problems, and to realise the teaching concept of
high order, innovation and challenge.

[Main teaching content] The course will consist of lectures, case studies, group exercises and debates.
