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Course significance: To study specific crimes and legal consequences, and deepen the
understanding of the general theory of criminal law by studying specific crimes. It is of
great significance for criminal justice, criminal legislation and criminal theory to study
specific crimes of criminal law.

Course objectives: To understand the frontier theory and the latest judicial interpretation
of criminal law, master the correct analysis methods, and guide attention to practical
problems. Pay attention to students' learning effect and focus on the cultivation of
learning ability. To cultivate the comprehensive ability to solve complex problems. The
course content reflects the frontier and the times, and the learning results are exploratory
and personalized. There are high requirements for teachers to prepare lessons and
students before or after class.

Course content: Criminal law is divided into two parts: general theory and theory of
specific crimes. The general theory of criminal law mainly studies the general theoretical
issues and basic principles of the general rules of criminal law. The theory of specific
crimes mainly studies the specific provisions of criminal law, specific crimes and legal
consequences, the boundary between crime and non-crime, and the differences between
different crimes.

Teaching methods: Lecture, discussion and case teaching method.
