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Criminal law is one of the basic departmental laws of the country, and it is an important
law that punishes crimes and protects the people. As a basic course for law majors, the
course of general theory of criminal law aims to firmly establish students' correct concept
of criminal law through systematic study of the professional knowledge of general theory.
This course is mainly composed of three parts: Introduction to Criminal Law, Theory of
Crime and Theory of Penalty. The crime overview part mainly analyzes the concept,

TR A function and purpose of criminal law, expounds the relevant issues of criminal law

o interpretation, introduces the three basic principles of criminal law, and defines the scope
(Description)

of application of criminal law. The theory of crime is the core content of the general
theory of criminal law. First of all, the system of the theory of crime is explained. The
traditional four-element theory of our country believes that the composition of crime
consists of object, objective, subject and subjective. Consistency, illegality and
appropriateness of the constituent elements. Secondly, the crime theory also explains one
by one the complex problems in the preparation, suspension, attempted form, joint crime
and the form of the number of crimes. Penalty is the legal consequence of a crime. At the




end of this course, the types, discretion and execution of penalties will be systematically
explained in combination with the relevant provisions of my country's Criminal Code.

The main teaching method of this course is the classroom teaching method, which will be
interspersed with a large number of classroom discussions and case analysis methods.
This course will produce PPT multimedia courseware and projectors, and introduce
classroom teaching software to implement basic teaching requirements through smart
teaching. The Classroom Pie software is a free teaching software. Every teaching class is
registered on it. The courseware is uploaded to the Classroom Pie a few days before the
class. Students can browse and preview in advance, and they can mark online if they have
any questions. In the process of classroom teaching, online attendance is implemented
for each class, eliminating the time for roll call; online voting can be used to understand
students' true thoughts; multiple-choice tests can be arranged, and test results can be
presented in real time. After the class is over, teachers and students can still ask questions
online.
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
