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1. Value and orientation

Adhere to the guidance of Marxism, combined with the national strategy of strengthening
the country through science and technology, the strategy of intellectual property rights
and the needs of the construction of new liberal arts, the basic theory, laws and
regulations, and typical cases of intellectual property law will be comprehensively and
systematically introduced.

2. Course objectives

To enable students to systematically understand the theories, principles, systems, laws
and regulations and judicial practice in the field of intellectual property, guide students to
understand the importance of intellectual property in the overall legal system and the
strategy of strengthening the country through science and technology, and master the




ability to analyze and research professional issues , the problem-solving ability of
combining theory with practice, and cultivate students' professional quality of economics
and people, honest service, and both morality and law.

3. Main teaching content

(1) General Introduction of Intellectual Property Law, Copyright Law, Patent Law,
Trademark Law, Basic Theory, Basic Concept System, Legal System and Specific Rules of
Anti-Unfair Competition Law

(2) Important, typical cases and practices in the field of intellectual property law

(3) Introduction of foreign systems of intellectual property law and their comparison with
Chinese systems

4. Key points and difficulties

The emphasis is on the introduction and mastery of the basic theories and legislative
provisions of the laws of the three sectors of intellectual property. The difficulty lies in the
in-depth understanding of the frontier and difficult issues of intellectual property and the
cultivation of the ability of analysis and research.

5. Main teaching methods

Based on classroom lectures by teachers, combined with case analysis and discussion,
dual-teacher teaching in which a few practical experts are introduced as appropriate.

6. Basic requirements

Be on time for class, actively participate in class discussions, complete coursework
carefully, do pre-class preview and post-class review, and prepare and take final exams
carefully.
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
