The Diplomacy of Contemporary China is a series of official activities taken by People's
Republic of China through peaceful manner as an independent sovereign state to guard
the national interest and to maintain world peace. Its core guiding ideology and theory
are the Marxism-Leninism, the Mao Zedong Thought, Deng Xiaoping Theory, the
important thought of "Three Represents", Scientific Outlook on Development and Xi
Jinping Thought on Socialism with Chinese Characteristics for a New Era.
