methods, research status and cutting-edge issues in this research field, and guide
students to accurately understand and consciously use relevant concepts and methods to
analyze real-life international conflicts and cooperation issues, through classroom
Lectures, question-and-answer discussions, academic reading and writing train students
in problem awareness and theoretical thinking when thinking about international security

issues.
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
