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(Description)

International law is one of the key courses offered to undergraduate students in
International Affairs and International Relations. International law is closely related to
international relations, and an important symbol of the emergence of international
relations in modern times is the emergence of international law. This module aims to
equip undergraduate students in International Affairs and International Relations with a
basic knowledge of principles and rules of international law and the ability to apply those
principles and rules to current international issues, so as to train international relations
talents for China to better participate in international governance and maintain world
peace and development. The content of this module includes basic knowledge of
international law, such as the concept, history, subjects, sources, law of treaties,
fundamental principles of international law, states in international law, and state
responsibility as well as the main rules concerning States in international law. The law of
the sea, the law of diplomatic and consular relations, the peaceful settlement of
international disputes and the other sub-topics will be introduced through various means
such as case presentations and analysis of international current affairs. The landmark
cases of international law and the international current and historical events will be
introduced to facilitate students to better understand the fundamental knowledge of
international law. In addition to the basic textbooks, this module requires students to read
the original judgments of the International Court of Justice of the United Nations and
encourages students to read reference materials in English and Chinese to broaden their
international perspective. This module requires students to read the assignments before




class and encourages students to participate in class discussions and presentations to
develop the habit of thinking about issues from multiple perspectives and the ability of
public speech. The final course grades will be determined by the student’s performance in
the class and an open-book examination at the end of the semester.
