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(Description)

In the course teaching, adhere to the guidance of Marxism, let students understand the
relevant knowledge of international trade and investment theory, serve China to cultivate
international trade and investment professionals, and help to transport professionals for
the development of China's foreign trade. This course is aimed at the primary and

intermediate level of international trade.
This course aims to enable students to understand international trade theory and policy,
and cultivate students' interest in international trade theory on the basis of understanding

the problems, analysis methods and theoretical context of international trade research.

The core content of this course is international trade theory, international trade policy,

international trade rules, international investment, etc.

This course focuses on Ricardian Model, factor endowment model and new trade theory.
The difficulty is these international trade theories and international trade policies.

The main teaching methods are classroom teaching and extracurricular literature reading.
