International strategy refers to the art of a country using various means in the
international community to achieve important goals effectively. International strategy
subject is the study of international strategy art.

The main objective of the course is to develop students with a solid theoretical
foundation and a unique perspective of view. The course has three main objectives: Guide
students to understand the root of strategic thought, strategic features, representative
dynasties, representative strategists and their representative works of major global
civilizations (Protestant-Catholic, Islamic, Chinese, Hindu, Orthodox and Japanese), so as
to guide students to have a deep and broad understanding and grasp of strategic issues;
Cultivate students' awareness and ability to reflect on academic issues independently,
guide students to use standard social science methods for academic thinking and writing
from the undergraduate stage, encourage students to determine appropriate final
homework topics according to their interests and abilities, and guide students to write
final homework according to standard academic papers on a voluntary basis; Understand
the basic concepts, research objects and research methods of international strategy, and

have a certain understanding of international strategy practice.
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
