A compulsory course for undergraduates majoring in International Affairs and
International Relations.

Through the study of this course, students will understand what is an international
organization, its development context, main characteristics and types, its main
composition and operation mechanism, functions and other theoretical knowledge, as
well as the current organizational structure, function and existence of major international
organizations. Insufficient and so on. Form a basic understanding of international
organizations and build the ability to analyze the design of international organizations and
their role in international games.

The course is mainly composed of two parts: a theoretical overview of international
organizations and a special introduction.
