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(Description)

Economics is a theoretical science which shows how to allocate the scarce resources
efficiently among our choices to meet humans’ infinite desires. As a theoretical science,
Economics constitutes the theoretical basis of many economic classes such as Industrial
Economics, International Economics, Finance, International Trade and International
Finance and so on. This course is a basic course optionally for all majors.

The microeconomics part discusses the economic behavior of individuals, studies the
operation of market mechanisms and their role in the allocation of economic resources,
Including equilibrium price theory, consumer behavior theory, producer behavior theory,
market structure theory, microeconomics policy. The part of macroeconomics discusses
the overall economic behavior, which is called the national income theory or the income
theory, with the growth and distribution of national income as the core, including
National Income Accounting, national income determination theory, unemployment and
inflation theory, macroeconomic policy. The emphasis is on the theory of national income
and economic policy.

Give lectures, with examples, discussion, homework exercises. Students are required

to actively participate in class and complete homework.
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
