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(Description)

This course will systematically introduce the origin and main problems of the history of
Western political thought, and try to highlight the "main melody" (constant concern) and
"variation" (meaning changes of the same concept and name in the long history) of the history
of Western political thought in the long-term evolution, so as to show what changes have
taken place in the meaning of "politics" to people in the West since ancient times. This course
will cover the main political thoughts and schools in the West from ancient Greece to modern
times. It will be taught in the form of subjects in each period according to the historical stages
of ancient times, middle ages and modern times. It will involve thinkers under each theme,
rather than taking thinkers one by one.

The goal of this course is to establish a deep knowledge background for students to think
about political issues,help students to understand the origin, development and changes of
Western political thought, to interpret the current political events, and finally understand why
the west is like this today, and have a deeper understanding of Eastern political thought
including China.

The objective is to enable students to understand the origin, development and changes of
Western political thought after learning this course, to establish a knowledge background for
further study of political science, to quote the theories of thinkers to interpret the current
political events, to finally understand why the west is like this today, and to reflect on

themselves, Have a deeper understanding of Eastern political thought including China.
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
