In terms of curriculum setting, adhere to the guidance of Marxism, accelerate the
construction of a philosophy and social science discipline system, academic system, and
discourse system with Chinese characteristics. Help students understand the historical
evolution of the development of Chinese national economic accounting, national strategies
and relevant policies in related majors and industries. Guide students to have a deep
understanding of social practice, pay attention to the sources and statistical methods of
national economic statistical information, and cultivate students' professional qualities
through the ages. National Accounts is basic economic course.

In terms of course objectives, starting from understanding how statistics are collected,
students will be trained to learn statistical methods and enhance their ability to obtain and
understand information from statistical data. In the course of teaching, start from the
national accounts, the important methods of economic research such as social accounting
matrix and input-output methods are introduced. From collecting and processing data to
reading classic literature, the course will cultivate students' ability to read academic paper
and take notes. In terms of academic evaluation, students' academic literacy and mastery of
textbook knowledge content are examined through course paper and final examinations.




On the basis of learning to understand the basic methods of national accounting, the
application of input-output method in the study of economic problems is introduced, and
the frontier research of economics such as dynamic general equilibrium and production
network are introduced to students. In the form of course papers, students are guided to
organically integrate knowledge and ability, guide students to report papers in class for
interaction, guide students to conduct problem research and thesis writing, and gradually

cultivate independent research ability.
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
