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(Description)

This course adheres to the guidance of Marxism, takes General Secretary Xi Jinping's series of
expositions on the reform and development of state-owned enterprises as the main clue, and
systematically describes the relevant theories and practices of our country's state-owned enterprise reform.
The course content is helpful to accelerate the construction of subject system, academic system, discourse
system in the philosophy and social science with Chinese characteristics. The course content can help
students understand the national strategy, laws and regulations and related policies in the reform of
state-owned enterprises to a certain extent, guide students to go deep into social practice, pay attention to
practical problems, and cultivate students' careers of economics, honest service, and both morality and law
literacy.

The expected goal of this course is to enable students to master the relevant theoretical and practical
knowledge about the reform of state-owned enterprises, and be able to master the methods and
perspectives of analyzing and understanding the reform and development process of our country, and use
these knowledge to better grasp the problems in the real economic field. From paying attention to the
transmission of knowledge content to paying attention to the learning effect of students.

The main teaching content of this course: the theoretical basis of state-owned enterprise reform, the




historical process of state-owned enterprise reform, the achievements of state-owned enterprise reform
and development in the new era, the theoretical progress of state-owned enterprise reform in the new era,
and the ideas of state-owned enterprise reform and development in the new era, etc.

Key and difficult points of this course: the course content spans a long time, and the theoretical
content is relatively comprehensive, and it reflects the cutting-edge and contemporary content of the
reform of state-owned enterprises, and has a certain high-level and innovative nature. Students should
have the comprehensive ability to combine theory and practice, with a certain degree of challenge.

Teaching method: mainly through lecture method, combined with discussion method, reading
guidance method, independent learning method and other methods. From emphasizing the improvement
of lecture ability to focusing on the cultivation of learning ability.

Basic requirements: arrange checks and attendance, arrange a certain amount of classroom work, and
arrange examinations at the end of the term. Shift from providing summative classification ratings to

enhancing process evaluation and feedback.
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
