As a professional foundation course; Through learning, students can master the operational laws of the
national economy, how the government uses fiscal and monetary policies to regulate the macro economy,
improve their ability to analyze and solve problems using economic theory, and lay a solid foundation for
other courses in economics. Guide students to familiarize themselves with national economic policies,
understand the important significance of economic development and firm belief in Marxism.

The macroeconomics section explores overall economic behavior, with the growth and distribution of
national income as the core, known as the national income theory or income theory. Part 1: National
income accounting (prerequisite).

(dynamic research). Part 6, Economic Cycle Theory (Longer term Dynamic Research). The focus includes
the theory of national income determination, economic policy, unemployment and inflation theory, and
economic growth theory, while the difficulties include national income theory, economic growth theory,
and economic cycle theory.
