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Course significance: Major events and historical phenomena in German history, For example, it is

well known that Germany launched two world wars, had significant impacts on the development
process of German history and world history, but also on today's Germany and even the world. Learning
German history is of great significance not only for learning world history, understanding today's
Germany, strengthening cultural exchanges between China and Germany,but also for deeping the
understanding of socialist core values.

Course objectives: This course selects some major historical events or historical phenomena in
German history that are relatively independent but actually have internal connections as topics. By
teaching these topics, the teachers can help students view historical events and historical phenomena
with Marxist world outlook and methodology, and master German history’s development context, basic
knowledge and its historical and cultural characteristics. All these will lay the foundation for
understanding today's Germany, promoting cultural exchanges between China and Germany and further

studying of German history.




Main teaching contents: The course has 11 topics, each topic has 1 lecture. The content covers the
Holy Roman Empire of Germany and the First Reich of Germany, the Martin Luther’s religious reform,
the unification of Germany in 1871, the German social insurance system, the German workers'
movement, Germany and the two world wars, the Weimar Republic, the division and unification of
Germany, the rise of Federal Germany and the reunification of Germany, etc.

Key and difficult points: The topics set are all key points. The difficulty is the contradiction between
the richness of German historical content and the limited class hours. As there are only 11 lectures,
some necessary topics can only be covered when talking about other topics, such as the German labor
movement and the German labor party,etc.

Main teaching method: Lecture method.

Basic requirements: Class attendance and class participation account for 20-30% of the overall

grade.
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
