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The course introduces and analyzes the diplomatic ideas, policies, and implementation strategies of
successive Tsars who have played a significant role in the history of the Russian Empire, clarifies the

historical context and traditional concepts of Russian Empire diplomacy, reveals the historical roots of
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(Description) Soviet/Russian diplomacy, and grasps its trends. The course focuses on the specific analysis of the
organizational structure and operational mechanism of the Russian Empire's diplomatic department,
famous diplomatic figures/state activists, major diplomatic events, and other specific issues. It moderately
guides students to conduct rational academic discussions on international diplomatic events.
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
