The History of France focuses on the history of France from prehistoric to the present
period, with an emphasis on the historical development of France, including the evolution
of the French political system, the changes in economic and social patterns, and the
changes in thought and culture. The course is teacher-led, and students will be guided
through the reading and analysis of important French historical documents and relevant
French historical research, to promote their understanding of French historical research and
to develop their historical thinking and analytical skills. Through the teaching of French
history, students will develop an international perspective, a humanistic approach and a

critical spirit, and will convey the importance and significance of historical research.
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
