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"History of Everyday Life" is an emerging field of historiography in the 20th century, which is
in line with the Marxist historiography of economic and social studies. Through the study of
people's daily life, it uses micro-narrative to represent historical scenes and investigate the
. impact of socio-political changes on people's behavior, way of thinking, and customs. This
(Description) course introduces aspects of public and private life in ancient Egypt, classical world and late
antiquity. The instructors will also introduce research methods of daily life history through
case studies, and stimulate students' interest in learning through interactive teaching. At the
end of the course, students are required to make a class presentation to demonstrate their
independent learning skills and research ability.
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
