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The course of “Ancient Greek |I” will last 16 weeks, 2 lessons every week.
Together with “Ancient Greek II”, which will take place in the next semester,
it aims to help students master the basic grammar system of ancient Greek,

enable them to read some original ancient Greek texts, such as Lysias’ On




the Murder of Eratosthenes, Xenophon's Anabasis, Thucydides’' History of
the Peloponnesian War, Plato’s Crito, Apology, Phaedo, Euripides’ Medea,
Herodotus' Historiae, Sophocles’ Antigone, Aeschylus’ Agamemnon, with
the help of dictionaries and grammar references. In this course, the
organizer will also pay attention to nourish the ability of learning ancient
Greek, as well as other ancient European languages, by oneself, and guide
the students to learn from the patriotism and rational spirit contained in
the texts of the great ancient Greek orators, philosophers and historians, so
as to absorb the positive cultural elements of ancient Greece and Rome

into the Chinese cultural memory.
