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Environmental history has grown enormously since its emergence in the 1970s, became an
internationally attractive discipline, and is called the new history in the 21t century. Environmental

history applies the ecological perspective into historical research, and attempts to study the interactions

o between nature and society. Guided by historical materialism, this course investigates the course of
(Description) human civilization in an ecological perspective, combines survey and case studies, and might be helpful
for students to have a better understanding of the ecological civilization construction and the new
academic field.
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
