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The complete name of the course is "Latin America and the Caribbean Region", encompassing
33 countries and 12 non-independent regions.

Course focus: The course aims to introduce students to the history of Latin America, providing
them with a foundational understanding of the region.

Course objectives: By studying the history of Latin America, students will develop an
appreciation for this enchanting continent and gain a preliminary understanding of its cultural,
social, and political landscape.

Main teaching content: This course is divided into two main themes: the history of Latin
America and the modernization process of Latin America. Latin America has undergone various
periods, including the ancient Indian civilization, colonialism, the political independence period
of the 19th century, and the development period of the 20th century. As the earliest independent
country in the developing world, Latin America experienced the modernization process earliest,
with a long and complex development path.

The course is guided by Marxist historical materialism, aiming to place Latin America in the
global system, analyze its historical development from a globalization perspective, and pay
attention to the characteristics, problems, and theoretical viewpoints of its modernization
process. It is essential to recognize both the commonalities and universality of Latin America, as
well as the differences and diversity among Latin American countries in their development
processes.

Key and challenging points: The course will focus on how to objectively evaluate the
development experience of Latin America.

Main teaching methods: Lectures will be the primary teaching method, supplemented by student
discussions.

Basic requirements: Students are expected to attend classes on time, actively participate in
discussions, and complete post-class thinking and assignments.
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
