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(Description)

Significance of the course: The United States is the country with the shortest time from its founding
to becoming a world power in the world. There are many factors that help the United States achieve this
goal. Among them, its foreign policy has played an important role. Studying the American diplomacy’
history is not only helpful for understanding the relationship between the rise of the United States and
its foreign policy,but also is of great significance for promoting cultural exchanges between China and
the United States, and for understanding the current US foreign policy, including the US policy toward
China.

Course Objectives: This lecture is mainly in chronological order. By teaching the US foreign policy in




some major historical events and important international events during the rise of the United States, the
teachers could help students understand the development of the history of US foreign policy,
preliminarily understand the functions of diplomacy, and master the main factors affecting US foreign
policy and the characteristics of US diplomatic history.All these lay the foundation for understanding the
current US foreign policy, including US policy toward China, and for further studying the US.diplomatic
history.

Main teaching content: This lecture consists of 11 toipics.It covers the influence of European
countries on American diplomacy and the foreign policy of the United States during the colonial period,
the American foreign policy during the War of its Independence and the Confederacy, the foreign policy
during the continental expansion ofthe United States, foreign policy during the period of US imperialist
expansion, the pursuit of global hegemony by the United States, the realization of the global hegemony
of the United States, and the US policy toward China since World War .

Key points and difficulties: The topics set are all key points. The difficulty is for the teachers how to
explain the topics in a simple and easy-to-understand language within the limited school hours.

Main teaching method: Lecture method

Basic requirements: Class attendance and class participation account for 20-30% of the overall grade.
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
