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Issues in the Foreign Historiography is a study of the history of the development of
historiography, exploring the laws of its emergence, development and evolution, and
seeking to reveal its future directions. This course is a university-wide history course and
will focus on the formation and transformation of modern historiography. Through the
teaching and research of classical historiography, medieval historiography, modern
historiography and new contemporary historiography, students will be able to grasp in a
more systematic way the main lines, stages and laws of the development of foreign
historiography, including the historiographical ideas and schools of historiography of
different historical stages, especially the historiographical trends in major social
transformations and their characteristics and directions. Students will also learn about the
creative research methods and approaches of historians.

Under the guidance of the materialist view of history, students can absorb, learn from,
and critically inherit relevant historical research experiences, which will help them to
improve their theoretical reflection and empirical research skills. The course "Issues in the
Foreign Historiography" constitutes both the basic knowledge for history majors and
provides the necessary conditions for students to broaden their intellectual horizons in the
discipline; especially for students who wish to pursue further studies, this course will
provide them with the necessary horizons and knowledge base to start their academic
research.
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
