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Course Positioning: This course serves as an important supplement for students
majoring in history, particularly those focused on modern Chinese history.

Course Objectives: The objectives of this course are threefold:

1) To provide students with a comprehensive understanding of the historical
process of China’s New Democratic Revolution.

2) To help students grasp the fundamental reasons why only the Communist
Party of China could have established New China.

3) To cultivate in students’ patriotic convictions and a sense of historical
responsibility to rejuvenate the Chinese nation.

Course Contents: This course focuses primarily on the historical struggle in
which the Chinese working class, under the leadership of the Communist Party of
China, formed a broad united front with workers, peasants, and people of all
ethnic backgrounds across the country to combat imperialism, feudalism, and
bureaucratic capitalism. Chronologically, the New Democratic Revolution began
with the May Fourth Movement in 1919 and progressed through the founding of
the CCP, the First United Front between the Kuomintang and the CCP, the
Agrarian Revolutionary War, the War of Resistance against Japanese Aggression,
and the Liberation War, culminating in the founding of the People’s Republic of
China in October 1949. By examining the unique characteristics of each
revolutionary stage, this course demonstrates the historical inevitability of the




Chinese people’s march toward socialism under the leadership of the CCP. This
course adopts Marxism’s materialist view of history. It integrates theory and
practice and reveals the historical laws and lessons of the emergence and
development of the Chinese revolution through horizontal and vertical
comparisons.

Main Teaching Methods: In-class lectures and discussions.

Basic Requirements: Students are expected to attend classes on time, actively
participate in discussions, and complete post-class thinking and assignments.
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
