This course guided by historical materialism, first sorts out the geographical conditions of the
Apennines and the historical context of Italy under the rule of different regimes after the
collapse of the Western Roman Empire, focusing on analyzing the historical reasons for the
long-term division of Italy from the Middle Ages to modern times, and telling the
three-dimensional Italian history of time and space based on the existing Italian historical and
cultural heritage, such as architectural monuments and other remains. At the same time, it
pays attention to the practical issues, selecting the Italian history themes that are more
concerned by Chinese scholars and closely related to the current reality, in order to cultivate
students' awareness of discovering historical problems and exploring and solving problems.
This course adopts a student-oriented learning approach, encouraging students to
independently search and study Italian historical documents, sort out relevant knowledge

contexts, and display learning experiences.
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
