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(Description)

This is an elective course on the history and current situation of the Middle East, aimed at helping
students, guided by Marxism, to gain a deeper understanding of the historical changes, religious traditions,
political systems, social development, and other aspects of the Middle East region. This course covers the
history of the Middle East from ancient to modern times, including the evolution of ancient history in the
Middle East, the rise of Islamic civilization and the formation of the Islamic civilization circle, the
evolution of modern and contemporary history in the Middle East, the rise and fall of Arab nationalism,
and the development and evolution of the Arab-Israeli conflict. This course will focus on learning about
the history, religion, politics, and other aspects of the Middle East region, helping students better
understand the historical development and current political situation in the region. The difficulty is to
combine theoretical knowledge with historical knowledge, and apply theories such as nationalism,
nation-state building, modernization, and the relationship between religion and secularism to the analysis
of historical and practical issues in the Middle East. This course is for students interested in the Middle
East, especially those majoring in history, international relations, religion, etc. Through the study of this
course, students will be able to gain a deep understanding of the history and current situation of the
Middle East region, laying a solid foundation for further education or work in related fields in the future.
This course will explore the development of Middle Eastern history and contemporary situation through

teaching, discussion, reading, research, and other means. A review on one of books about Middle Eastern




studies is required as usual grade. At the end of the course, a research paper is required.
