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(Description)

This course is an elective course offered to the entire school and belongs to the basic
courses of the history major. The History of Governance in China is a specialized branch of
Chinese history, mainly examining the basic historical processes, major initiatives, and
fundamental characteristics of governance throughout China's history. It aims to summarize
the historical experiences of governance in different dynasties and provide historical
references for advancing the modernization of the national governance system and
governance capacity today.

This course focuses on the two aspects of "governance" and "disorder" to analyze the
issues of governance in Chinese history. The main contents include: the major characteristics
of governance in different periods of Chinese history and their implications, the centralization
system and its operational mechanisms, the county system and local governance, the
governance of central-local relations and its characteristics, the concepts of governance and
the rise and fall of dynasties, the governance system and political operations, strategies of

governance and national governance, the importance of people's livelihood ideology, and the




practical experiences of people's livelihood in different dynasties.

Through studying the History of Governance in China, students majoring in this field will
be able to grasp the main characteristics of the governance system in different periods of
Chinese history and their contemporary implications. They will also acquire knowledge of the
institutional design, specific measures, and effectiveness of governance in different periods of
Chinese history, understand the research overview, latest developments, and key issues in the
study of the history of governance in China, explore the successful experiences of governance
in different periods, and discuss the historical significance of the governance system

throughout Chinese history for contemporary governance and political governance.

This course aims to cultivate students' academic perspectives, professional knowledge,
and analytical skills, enabling them to develop a broad view of history, engage in long-term
and comprehensive thinking, and possess basic knowledge and research qualities for studying

the history of governance.
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
