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(Description)

This course will be put under the guidance of Xi Jinping Thought on Socialism with
Chinese Characteristics for a New Era and General Secretary Xi Jinping’s arguments on history
and aims to contribute its share in the establishment of the three systems.

This course starts from the mission of “The Empress of China” in 1984 and then
systematically elaborates the Sino-US relations in the early period, the late Qing dynasty, the
Republic of China period, before normalization in the period of the People’s Republic, and the
normalizing years, as well as in the post-Cold War period. It aims to reveal the evolution of this
bilateral relationship, demonstrate the reasons and general factors behind its development and
twist and turns, conclude its main features, and shed light on its future development with a view
to providing the students with new insights in understanding Sino-US relations.

Through the explanation and analysis of the above topics, we hope that the students can not
only understand the basic knowledge, but also develop the ability to analyze and solve
problems, so as to deepen their understanding practical issues. This course focuses on teaching
together with small proportion of discussion on some topics. The course score is composed of
two parts: on-course attendance and discussion (30%) and the final paper (70%) which is

marked according to the topic selection, the whole structure, the demonstration, and certain

academic standards.
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
