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(Description)

This course adheres to the guidance of Marxism and focuses on the Christianity from 500 to
1500. Through the vertical structure of three periods, namely the early Middle Ages
(500-1000 ), the high Middle Ages (1000-1350), and the late Middle Ages (1350-1500), it
provides a detailed overview of the development history of Western churches over the past
thousand years. By exploring the positive factors involved, it seeks to identify the root causes
of Western modernization.

The main contents of this course include: the rise of Christianity, the spread of Christianity in
Europe, the papal revolution, the great division of the church, the crusades, the church
system, the church and society, the roots of the Reformation, etc., trying to show the
panorama of the medieval church, so as to deepen students' understanding of the
pre-modern western society.

In the teaching process, this course adheres to the student-centered cultivation concept,
actively guiding students to establish a Marxist worldview through various methods, helping
students understand the history and current situation of Western church, cultivating
students' comprehensive ability to understand and solve complex problems, and helping

students form preliminary innovative thinking in the field of historical research.
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
