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(Description)

Under the guidance of Marxism, this course focuses on the rural areas of West Europe from
1000 to 1500, seeks the origin of the modernization of Europe by exploring the non-feudal
factors in the feudal society, and then discusses major theoretical issues such as the rise of
the western world and the "Great Divergence".

This course attempts to comprehensively display the panorama of rural life, mainly including
manor system, land ownership and labor burden, customary law, the origin of individualism,
employment labor and employment relationship, villagers' autonomy, production and
consumption, festival celebrations, religious activities, plague and famine, so as to deepen
students' understanding of Western society in the pre-capitalist era.

In the teaching process, this course adheres to the student-centered training concept, actively
guides students to establish a Marxist world outlook and methodology through a variety of
ways, helps students understand the history and current situation of the world and China's
agriculture, villages and farmers, cultivates students' comprehensive ability to understand
and solve complex problems, and helps students form preliminary innovative thinking in the

field of historical research.
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
