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The course will guide students through reading the classical texts of Marx and Engels to
understand the original ideas of Marxist classical writers on the detailed micro level and
help students contextualize the origin and development of Marxist theory. This will lay a
foundation for students to systematically master and apply Marxist theory in the future.
To reach these goals, this course will take student-centered and question-oriented
approaches to identify key and difficult points and explain them accordingly. Particular
attention will be given to student discussions and responses during class. The instructor
will encourage peer interactions and engagements, and cultivate students' ability of
independent thinking and creativity. In the curriculum, besides helping students to master
the basic theories of Marxism, the instructor will also consciously combine classical
theories with China's history and current development to cultivate students' ability to
apply Marxist standpoints, viewpoints and methods to analyze and resolve practical
problems in China. | believe that through reading and practices, students will not only feel
the charm of Marxism, but also develop a sense of identity tied to family and country and

establish a firm ideal and faith.
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
