This course adheres to the guidance of Marxism and speeds up the
construction of the discipline system of social science survey and research with
Chinese characteristics. Through the course design, the course helps students
fully understand the social investigation research methods and specific
applications, guide students to systematically understand the social science
research methods through the course practice, and provide subject literacy.
Specifically, social survey and social statistics research methods are a basic tool
for studying social phenomena. In the study of social phenomena, most of the
research will involve social survey methods. Through social survey and social
statistics, we can carry out qualitative and quantitative research on social
phenomena, and more scientific description and causal analysis of social
phenomena. With the development of social science research, social survey
method has become an indispensable means for researchers to describe social
reality, analyze social phenomena and provide scientific decisions. Through the
combination of quantitative and qualitative methods, the course
systematically describes how to describe social phenomena through social
surveys and social statistics, how to scientifically analyze social problems, and
how to discuss the laws of social development through scientific methods. The




course tells students the basic concepts and principles of social survey and
research, and master the methods of analyzing and researching social
problems. At the same time, the course strengthens the students' ability to
analyze and solve practical problems through scientific research methods by
establishing research topics.
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
