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(Description)

Course to let students understand the interaction of the individual, community
and society, etc., through the present related questions of social psychology, theory of
learning in the classroom teaching and combining the problem to solve, for the students
to show how to combine theory and practical problem to think and research method and
train of thought, to improve students' ability in social psychology perspective to explore

the social problems.




Main contents: Introduction to Social psychology; Self in society; Social beliefs and
judgments; Attitude and behavior; Conformity and obedience; Interpersonal
communication and social interaction; Attack; Attraction and intimacy; Helpful behavior;
Intergroup relationship; Modern changes in social psychology, etc. Closely around
students' ideal faith in the process of teaching, inspire students to think for active social
psychology in the national development and construction, the importance of using case
sharing and so on to make the students understand social core values, to help students
realize the local Chinese social psychology research to understand the phenomenon of
Chinese society, the significance of strengthening students' sense of social responsibility.

The
difficulty of the course is that the course content involves the classic experiments and
conclusions of psychology and related disciplines, and it requires a certain understanding
of general psychology, experimental psychology, sociology and other disciplines.
