Developmental psychology is an important branch of psychology. Teaching aims are
to let students master the basic theories of developmental psychology, understand the
characteristics and rules of individual psychological development at various ages. This
course will help students master the physiological, cognitive, intelligence, language,
emotion, personality, gender role consciousness and the social development theories,
which causes the student to set up on the whole life of dialectical development.
